(2000-2008)
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From the information given in the above bar chart, we
can see a striking contrast in mobile phone subscriptions
between developing countries and developed countries
from 2000 to 2008. During this period, there was a
dramatic increase from 0.4 billion to 4 billion mobile-
phone subscriptions in developing countries, while the
subscription number in developed countries remained
relatively steady, no more than 1 billion.

The bar chart reflects two different patterns in mobile-
phone subscriptions. In the developed world, where the
population is not too large and standards of living are high,
many people could afford the mobile phone services in
2000. But due to the slow or negative population growth,
the subscription number saw zero growth" in 2008.
