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The pie chart clearly reveals the factors that the

consumers in a certain city took into consideration
when choosing restaurants in 2017. Among all the five
categories, feature, service and environment are the top
three factors, accounting for 36.3%, 26.8% and 23.8%
respectively. By contrast, the percentages of consumers
who are concerned with price and other factors are merely
8.4% and 4.7% respectively.

Several primary reasons behind the above-mentioned
Qhenomenonl could be summarized as follows: In the first
place, with the economic growth in China, people have
become richer and richer in recent decades. Therefore,
many people are paying more attention to the feature
of a restaurant rather than the prices of its menu items.
In the second place, in a bid to develop® interpersonal
relationships® and enjoy a comfortable life, an increasing
number of consumers care about service and environment
more than other factors.

Taking account of all these reasons’, we may predict
that with the speedy development of our society, the
number of customers who attach greater importance to’
the feature, service and environment of a restaurant than
price or other factors will keep growing.
