Several primary reasons behind the above-mentioned
Qhenomenonl could be summarized as follows: In the first
place, with the economic growth in China, people have
become richer and richer in recent decades. Therefore,
many people are paying more attention to the feature
of a restaurant rather than the prices of its menu items.
In the second place, in a bid to develop® interpersonal
relationships® and enjoy a comfortable life, an increasing
number of consumers care about service and environment
more than other factors.

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According to the statistics in the column chart,
the percentages of the destinations of graduates at a
certain university underwent a big change from 2013 to
2018.
